Does Timor-Leste have access to energy?

Access to energy remains a concerning challengefor many in Timor-Leste. The centralised nature of the local

electricity supply chain has traditionally kept consumers reliant on the national grid to overcome chronic

energy shortages.

 

Do Rural Households use electricity in Timor-Leste?

Stakeholder responses and anecdotal observations of rural households in Timor-Leste revealed that

lighting,mobile phone charging,television,and radio dominate electricity usewith limited adoption in

agriculture-related activities. According to respondents,some farming groups operated small diesel generators

for rice milling.

 

Does Timor-Leste's agriculture suffer from high post-harvest storage losses?

Additionally,respondents stated that Timor-Leste's agriculture suffered from high post-harvest storage

lossesfrom pests and contamination,also discussed by Bonis-Profumo et al. . Interviewed stakeholders

suggested this could be improved through greater use of refrigeration systems utilising the electricity grid.

 

How long did it take to install solar panels in Timor-Leste?
